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How to Make a Tax Payment via IRS Direct Pay

payment. Please note that it is your responsibility to submit your payment accurately and on
time. The following guidance outlines the process you should follow when making your
payment through IRS Direct Pay.

Note: The IRS may change the online Direct Pay website. These instructions are accurate as of
May 6, 2026.

Step 1:
Visit the IRS Direct Pay Website at irs.gov/payments/direct-pay.
Scroll to “Personal tax payments” and click “Pay individual tax.”

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Step 6: Review and Submit

Double-check all the information you entered to ensure accuracy. Once confirmed, submit your
payment. You will receive an instant confirmation number, which is important to keep for your
records. You'll also receive a confirmation email from the IRS. Please save or screenshot it for
your records and share with your tax advisor.

If you need to check the status of your payment, you can use the IRS Payment Lookup tool
available on their website. You can also change or cancel your payment up to two business
days before the scheduled date.
